DOCTRINAL STATEMENT  

 

International College of Bible Theology considers the following truths to be fundamental to an understanding of our relationship to 

the One True and Living God.  
 

ü ONE TRUE GOD  

The One True God is the eternally self-existent .I AM., the Creator of the universe. He has further revealed Himself as a triune Being, 

manifested as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. (Deut. 6: 4; Isa. 43: 10, 11; Isa. 48: 16; Matt. 28: 19; Lk. 3: 22)  
 

ü SCRIPTURES INSPIRED  

All Scripture is verbally inspired by God as written in the original languages and is inerrant revelation of God to man. The Bible is the 

infallible authority for faith and conduct. (II Tim. 3:15-17; I Thess. 2:13; I Pet. 1: 21)  
 

ü THE LORD JESUS CHRIST  

The Lord Jesus is 100% divine (Son of God) while simultaneously being 100% human (Son of Man). As God Incarnate, He is the 

express image of the Living God in human form. (Matt. 1: 23; Jn. 5: 22; II Jn. 3; Heb. 11:1-13)  
 

ü ORIGINAL SIN & FALL OF MAN  

Man was created good and upright in the image and likeness of God. The first man, Adam, through disobedience, fell from the grace of 

God and, thus, sin and death entered into the world. Adamôs transgression incurred not only physical death for man, but also spiritual death 

which is eternal separation from God. Manôs propensity to sin because of his sinful nature necessitates salvation from the power of sin and a 

Savior to provide that salvation. (Gen. 1: 26, 27; Gen. 2:1-17, 3:4-6; Rom. 7: 13-25)  
 

ü SALVATION OF MAN  

Manôs only hope of redemption and salvation from sin is through the shed blood of the Lord Jesus Christ. His blood is completely 

sufficient to deliver every person from the power and penalty of sin. (Acts 4: 12; Rom. 5: 8-13, 10: 9; Ja. 1: 21; Eph. 2: 8)  
 

ü BAPTISM IN WATER  

Baptism by immersion in water is commanded in the Scriptures. All who repent of their sins and believe in Christ as Savior and Lord 

are to be baptized. (Matt. 28: 19; Mark 16: 16; Acts 10: 47, 48; Rom. 6: 4; Col. 2: 11, 12)  
 

ü THE CHURCH & ITS MISSION  

The Church is the Body of Christ and is comprised of all believers. God inhabits the Body of Christ by the Holy Spirit both 

individually and corporately. Since Godôs purpose concerning man is to seek and to save that which is lost, to be worshipped by man, and to 

build a body of believers in the image of His Son, the Churchôs responsibility is: 1. To evangelize the world; 2. To be a corporate Body in 

which man may worship and glorify God. (Acts 1: 8; Matt. 28: 19, 20; Mark 16: 15, 16; I Cor. 12: 28, 14: 12)  
 

ü HOLY COMMUNION  

The Lordôs Supper, consisting of bread and a cup of the fruit of the vine, is a memorial of Jesusô suffering and death and a celebration 

of His resurrection to be enjoyed by all believers until He comes again. (II Pet. 1: 4; I Cor. 11: 26)  
 

ü BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT  

The Baptism of believers in the Holy Spirit is evidenced by the initial physical sign of speaking with other tongues as the Holy Spirit 

gives utterance. This experience is distinct from and subsequent to the experience of the new birth. With the baptism of the Holy Spirit 

comes the endowment of power for life and service and the bestowing of spiritual gifts. (Acts 2: 4; Lk. 24: 49; Acts 1: 4, 8; I Cor. 12: 1-31; 

Acts 8: 12-17, 10: 44-46, 15: 7-9, 19: 1-7)  
 

ü EVER INCREASING FAITH  

Faith of heart is based on the hearing (spiritual understanding) of Godôs Word. Without faith it is impossible to please God. Christians 

are saved through faith, justified by faith, shall live by faith, and overcome the world by faith. (Rom. 10: 9, 10, 17; Heb. 11: 6; Eph. 2: 8; 

Rom. 3: 28, 5: 1; Gal. 2: 16, 3: 11; Rom. 1: 16, 17; Heb. 10: 38; I Jn. 5: 4)  
 

ü DIVINE HEALING  

Divine healing is provided for in both the Old and New Testaments and is integral to the Gospel. (Ex. 15: 23-26; Ps. 103: 1-3; Isa. 53: 

4, 5; Matt. 8: 16, 17; Acts 5: 16; Ja. 5: 14-16)  
 

ü THE SECOND ADVENT OF CHRIST & THE FINAL JUDGMENT  

As the climax to Godôs dealing with man, Jesus is coming again. There will be a resurrection of the righteous and the wicked. The 

wicked will be judged and the righteous will be ushered into the everlasting Kingdom of God. (I Thess. 4: 16, 17; Zech. 14: 5; Matt. 24: 27-

30; Rev. 1: 7, 19: 11-14, 20: 1-6)

However, we are a member of the Accrediting Commission International for Schools,  

Colleges, and Theological Seminaries, noted in the Library of Congress (Tx1-191-576).

2. The ability to relate the basic principles of the Bible, to todayôs living, to walk the spirit-filled life, and to 

know Godôs voice.

28: 19),  along with the training and experience to be a leader.

6. To prepare students for life management and to benefit the community as a whole, enabling the student to

Privacy Rights of Students STATUTE 20, UNITED STATES CODE, 1232g and regulations adopted 

pursuant thereto. The code provides for an institution to establish a category of student information termed 

.directory information.. All information, such as health and medical records, disciplinary records, records of 

personal counseling, required student and family financial income information records, transcripts or 

student permanent academic records, student placement records and other personally identifiable 

information shall be open for inspection only to the student and such members of the professional staff of the 

college as have responsibility for working with the student. Such information will not be released to second 

parties without consent of the student.

The Degree Program ñTracksò are not meant to be rigid. We desire to help each student fulfill his/her calling. 

It may be possible, through testing and evaluation, to receive credit for a course or substitute a course. Each 

student must be evaluated individually.  

 

Students that enroll with ICBT  or MSBT, who already have a degree in Arts or Science, MUST be 

evaluated. We do offer to students the possibility of becoming candidates for the next degree by completing 

pre-requisite courses.

Student Responsibilities 

 

The undergraduate student is one who is fulfilling the requirements for an Associate or 

Bachelor Degree, and is interested in receiving an academic education and completing 

prescribed requirements of a well-rounded theological education. In most cases, this 

student will be pursuing a full-time career in Christian service.  

 

Degree students must complete prescribed work beyond that required of certificate and 

diploma students, usually a term project, book report, or extensive work-study 

assignment. The course commentary will define the amount of the studentôs additional 

work.  

 

Campus students are students enrolled at a campus-teaching site with regular 

classroom instruction. A student enrolled at a teaching site is responsible to attend all 

classes in which they are enrolled. Students are responsible to attend all classes in 

which they are enrolled. Students who exceed two unexcused absences from any 

course on their schedule will have their grade lowered, unless the absence was due to 

an emergency. In the case of an emergency, extra work may be assigned by the 

instructor to help adjust the grade. A student who exceeds three absences will be 

dropped from enrollment with a grade of .UW. (unofficial withdrawal). This 

requirement does not apply to correspondence degree students. A studentôs record of 

classes appears on the studentôs permanent transcript.  

 

Correspondence students are those students enrolled as a distance-learning student and 

who studies independently at his/her own pace. He/she does not attend any classes. 

The correspondence student reports directly to the local ICBT Administrator. All 

graduate level students are correspondence students and will receive courses and 

direction from local Administrator.

ADMISSION POLICIES  

 

Each candidate/student desiring admission to ICBT must submit a completed application packet to the ICBT 

Admissions Office. The packet must include a pastorôs recommendation, a short autobiography, documented 

previous transcripts, documented independent study, and a resume of recent work experience.  

 

Each candidate/student must submit a complete resume for any secular work. This is required for a complete 

evaluation. It should include: 1) Company; 2) Company location; 3) Start date;  

4) End date; 5) Position; 6) Responsibilities; 7) Accomplishments.  

 

If a candidate/student has attended any Bible Colleges or Liberal Arts schools, the candidate/student should 

use the request for an official transcript, located in the forms of this catalog, to be sent to ICBT/MSBT. It 

must include: 1) Ministry; 2) Start date; 3) End date;  

4) Responsibilities; 5) Accomplishments; 6) Number of hours per week.  

 

If a candidate/student attended any Training Centers or schools where no transcripts were given, a complete 

list of courses, dates taken, grades, and name and address of location/church where the classes were taken is 

needed. This must be sent in on official letterhead and be notarized.  

 

The cost of tuition, materials and textbooks cannot be determined until a complete evaluation is done. The 

cost depends upon the required amount of courses to be taken for each program level.  

 

Transfer and Granting of Credit Hours : 

ICBT accepts transfer credit hours from other educational institutions which are appropriate to the studentôs 

degree program. Bachelor level students may transfer up to a maximum of 72 credit hours of the 

REQUIRED courses and 54 credit hours of ELECTIVE courses. In order to be eligible for graduation from 

the ICBT Bachelor program, a transfer student must complete a MINIMUM of 18 credit hours of 

REQUIRED courses from ICBT. The ICBT Associate program is exactly fifty percent of the Bachelor 

program. Only credit hours with a grade of .C. and above will be transferred from other educational 

institutions. The credit hours granted for occupational experience in the ministry depend on the studentôs 

position and how that experience relates to a degree program.  

 

Payments:  

All tuition and fees are due and payable at registration. Students unable to pay the full amount of the tuition 

may be approved upon request under various payment plans.  

 

Refund Policy:  

Notification of withdrawal from a course must be made in writing. The application fee and evaluation fee are 

non-refundable. After the beginning of classes, refunds will be made according to the following schedule:

Withdrawals:  

A student desiring to withdraw from school before the end of a trimester, must submit a completed 

withdrawal form to the Admissions Office. A student who withdraws officially will receive a grade of .W. 

(withdrawal) in all courses in which a passing grade has been maintained. A student who does not withdraw 

officially will result in forfeiture of any financial refund that would otherwise be due.  

 

Adding and Dropping Classes:  

A student who finds it necessary to add or drop a class must submit a completed form to the Admissions 

Office. A student who drops a class without fulfilling the withdrawal requirement, will receive a grade of 

.UW. (unofficial withdrawal). Changes in registration may be made during the first two weeks of classes. 

Classes may not be added after the third week, unless approved by the Director of Admissions. When a 

student drops a class within the first week of the trimester, no grade will be recorded on the official 

transcript. Classes dropped after the first week and before the third week will receive a grade of .W. 

(withdrawal). Classes dropped after the third week will receive a grade of UW. (unofficial withdrawal).  

 

Grading System:  

Final grades are, for the most part, based upon the studentôs individual work, such as: homework, quizzes, 

exams, and written paper. However, other areas are taken into consideration such as: attitude, attendance and 

participation.

Incomplete Grades:  

 

Students who have not completed all requirements for a course because of extenuating circumstances, must 

obtain a Petition for Incomplete Grade form from the office and have it approved by the course instructor. 

The petition will be sent to the office, along with a final grade sheet. A $5.00 charge will be assessed for 

each petition submitted. Required work must be completed and submitted to the instructor within thirty days 

of the final class meeting. Instructors will assign incomplete grades as follows: I/B, I/C, I/D, I/F. Students 

who do not complete the required work within thirty days will receive the alternate grade (Example: B, C, D, 

F) assigned by the instructor.  

 

Repeating Classes:  

Upon approval of the instructor, a student may repeat a course for which a grade of .D. or .F. is received. The 

last grade received will be used in computing the studentôs cumulative grade point average.  

 

ICBT Calendar:  

ICBT operates on a trimester system. There are three 13 week trimesters in the school year. The school year 

starts the third week in August and ends the first week in June. ICBT observes the following holidays:

Graduation is at various locations in the U.S.A. throughout the year.  

 

Intent to Graduate:  

Each candidate qualifying to graduate from ICBT must file an Intent to Graduate form with the Admissions 

Office at least six weeks prior to the time of graduation. All candidate forms must be forwarded, along with 

pertinent required information, to the Home Office.

Summer classes are available from the second week of June through the second week in August.

Correspondence Degree Students 

Admission Procedures 

 

 

1. Correspondence, according to Webster means: 1) The act, fact, or state of agreeing or conforming; 

2) Similarity; analogy; 3) Communication by exchange of letters written or received. You are 

enrolled in an educational program that promotes communication through the mail. You will receive 

your books, homework, tests, and other information from the Home Curriculum Office. Your 

completed assignments will be returned to the Home Curriculum Office.  

 

2. Correspondence Degree courses are in-depth studies.  

 

3. It is not required to have ñcorrespondenceò stamped on your material or your degree.  

 

4. Tuition payments for correspondence students are SENT to the Home Curriculum Office.  

 

5. Homework is open note or open book and does not need to be proctored (monitored by someone).  

 

6. Quizzes and exams for each course must be proctored for the student taking the exams. The forms 

are to be properly attested and returned to the I.C.B.T. Home Curriculum Office with all pertinent 

information to their work.  

 

7. Student records are maintained in the Home Curriculum Office. The Home Curriculum Office 

must maintain all student information, applications, autobiographies, requests for evaluation, 

financial agreements, transcripts of completed courses and transcripts or credit hours transferred into 

ICBT.  

 

8. Students desiring to have graded homework and term papers returned to them will have to send in 

the cost of shipping and handling with the completed work. The Home Curriculum Office will notify 

the student when receiving the course material what the cost for shipping and handling will be. If the 

student does not want the graded homework and term paper back, they will receive a grade sheet with 

the grade they received for the course.

ASSOCIATE 

 

 

The Associate program is designed to provide an introduction in the fields of Biblical studies and theology. 

The program is foundational and provides insight for both laity and those who wish to become involved in 

active ministry. A total of seventy-two trimester credits/units is required with a minimum of twenty-one 

credits/units earned through ICBT. A 2.5 GPA is required on a scale of 4.0.  

 

 

Bachelor 

 

 

The Bachelor program is designed to provide enrichment in the areas of Biblical truths and effective 

ministry. Both the laity and those pursuing active ministry will benefit from the Bachelor program. A total of 

144 trimester units is required (This includes seventy-two credits/units from the Associate program.) At least 

forty-two credits/units must be taken with ICBT. A 2.5 GPA on a scale of 4.0 is required.

Requirements for Each Level of Degree 

 

Associate Degree: 

 

A High School Diploma, GED, or equivalent of equivalency testing with ICBT is required to receive a 

degree and should be completed before beginning college courses. A person desiring to study for a degree 

and does not have a High School Diploma may acquire one through our Adult Education Program. See the 

appendix for details. Twenty-four courses are required for a total of seventy-two (72) credit hours to attain an 

Associate Degree.  

 

Bachelor Degree 

 

An Associate Degree in Bible or Theology is required, plus an additional twenty-four courses are required 

for a total of one hundred forty-four (144) credit hours to attain a Bachelor Degree.  

 

Master Degree 

 

A Bachelor Degree of a religious nature is required to enter the Graduate program of Midwest Seminary of 

Bible Theology. A transcript from college/colleges where Undergraduate Degree/Degrees were conferred are 

required. Sixty credit hours are required at this level to graduate. Tuition at the Master level is $60.00 per 

credit hour.  

 

Doctorate Degree 

 

A Master Degree of a religious nature is required to enter the Doctorate program. A transcript from 

college/colleges where a Masterôs Degree was granted is required. Sixty credit hours are required at this level 

to graduate. Tuition at the Doctorate level is $70.00 per credit hour.  

 

Only Degrees that are religious in nature, such as Bible, Theology, or Ministry, are awarded from ICBT and 

MSBT. Bible, Theology, and Practical Ministry courses are taught to give students a solid foundation. Some 

credit may be given from life experience and the transfer of some Liberal Arts credits may be applied. 

Percentile testing is allowed one (1) time for a percentage of credit hours in Bible courses. Students are asked 

to submit a complete ministry and secular resume to be considered in their evaluation. Each applicant is an 

individual and each situation must be evaluated on this basis.  

 

Graduate Degree Program Offered 

 

Biblical Studies, Biblical Counseling, Pastoral Studies, Religious Education, Christian Education, Ministry, 

Divinity (usually given in an honorary setting), Christian Counseling, and Theology. An emphasis or major 

would be required in an area that the student pursues, such as: Teaching, Research, Missions, Leadership, 

Counseling, Administration, or Evangelism.  
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GRADUATE PROGRAM EXAMPLES  

 

To enter the Graduate Program of Midwest Seminary of Bible Theology, the student has to be active in 

ministry and have a Bachelor Degree. If the Bachelor Degree is not of a religious nature, the student must 

take 12 pre-requisite Bible courses before entering the Graduate Program.  

 

Each program at the Graduate level is tailored for each student. If the student did not take the Percentile 

Testing at the Undergraduate level, it can be done at the Graduate level. The student will receive from 9-15 

credits from the testing. With the student being active in ministry, they will receive 9-15 credits of 

Practicum. The testing and Practicum credits will not be applied until the student has completed the required 

course work.  

 

The Master and Doctorate programs each require a total of 60 credit hours.

Webster's Dictionary defines it as: .to give trust or confidence to; to vouch for; to recommend; to furnish 

with credentials, as an envoy or ambassador.. An accreditation commission is like a "watchman on the 

wall." The main purpose of accreditation is quality assurance. It assures the student that he/she will 

receive good quality material, grades and records of the courses taken, and a certificate, diploma, or 

degree upon completion of the program in which they are enrolled. Every accreditation group is not the 

same. There are different accrediting groups, focused in different areas of accreditation. ICBT/MSBT is 

accredited with Accrediting Commission International which exists to help the religious world to obtain 

accreditation that is not government affiliated. ACI sees that quality cannot be finally judged by the size 

of the student body, the size of the buildings or rich financial endowments. Students must receive 

education in a proper climate to receive the quality education they need.  

 

Accrediting Commission International is an international accrediting commission which holds as its 

primary objective the encouragement and maintenance of sound scholarship and the highest academic 

achievement in the areas of private education. Quality education is the goal at all times. This is an 

international accreditation society for preparation of quality education in private schools, colleges, and 

theological seminaries. This Commission is a General Not For Profit Corporation.

Transfer of Credits:  

 

Secondly, we would like to explain the "transfer of credits.. Webster's Dictionary defines "transfer" as: .to 

move from one place to another; to transport; to remove; to pass an impression from one surface to 

another, as in lithography, photography, etc.; to convey, as property, legally to another. 

 

Concerning the transfer of credits: A student who has studied nursing in college and who has taken all of 

the courses could not transfer their credits to a college that does not offer nursing. They could transfer 

some for electives if a college chooses to accept any of those credits. Colleges are not required to accept 

credits from another college who does not offer the same course of study. You could not go to Bible 

School and decide to transfer to a liberal arts college to study History and receive any credits transfer. The 

credits will not transfer to the liberal arts college because they do not have a Bible program.  

 

Every college can accept or reject courses from other colleges. Major colleges do not like to accept credits 

from schools they consider inferior to their school. Many Bible colleges do not readily accept transfer of 

credits from other Bible colleges due to denominational and traditional differences. We accept credits 

from other colleges if the grade is a "C" or above, and if the credits meet the criteria for the ICBT/MSBT 

required and elective courses. That is why we evaluate students.  

 

ICBT/MSBT makes no guarantee of transfer of credits outside of the ACI membership. _____ (initial). 

This does not mean that other colleges will not accept credits from ICBT/MSBT. We have had our credits 

accepted at other colleges. Every college evaluates each student on an individual basis. _____ (initial)

ICBT/MSBT has not been designed to provide jobs for the 

graduates, students, or teachers. It is designed for students to learn. Education is not just for consuming. It 

is a tool to be used to benefit the Kingdom of God. _____ (initial)  
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The New Testament declares, "Be diligent to present yourself approved to God, a worker who needs not 

to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth" (2 Timothy 2: l5- NKJV). ICBT/MSBT is dedicated to 

the study of God's Word in order to present accomplished workmen in God's Kingdom.  

 

International College of Bible Theology and Midwest Seminary of Bible Theology was established to 

equip men and women for the work of the ministry. Although we expect that you will see personal 

spiritual development and growth while you are at ICBT/MSBT, our goal is to provide you the tools with 

which you can reach out to meet the needs of others. You will receive from your training at ICBT/MSBT 

exactly what you put into it. If you apply yourself diligently to your studies and to your personal 

development, you will leave ICBT/MSBT ready to stand in the ministry to which God has called you. It 

will be wise for you to heed the words written to believers in Galatians 6:7-8, "Be not deceived; God is 

not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.
